Preparing for PAYE real-time filing 
From April 2013 significant changes 
in the operation of PAYE schemes 
are being brought in which           
introduces a series of new filing  
requirements when compared to 
traditional schemes. Whilst the 
changes are aimed at streamlining 
systems and ultimately saving time, 
businesses need to take action now 
to ensure they are fully prepared 
for the changes. 
Currently, if you're an employer       
operating PAYE, you submit an end 
of year return to HM Revenue & 
Customs (HMRC). In future each 
time you pay an employee you'll 
submit details about employee pay 
and deductions to HMRC. You no 
longer submit an end of year return 
(forms P35 and P14) and the starter 
and leaver process is simplified. You 
continue to give your employee a 
form P45 when they leave but you 
no longer send forms P45 or P46 to 
HMRC - instead you must submit all 
starter and leaver information as 
part of the Full Payment Submission 
(FPS) (mentioned below). 
When you run payroll your          
software gathers the PAYE           
information you send to HMRC. To 
gather this information you can use 
commercial payroll software or 
HMRC's Basic PAYE Tools. HMRC's 
Basic PAYE Tools is only for          
employers with nine employees or 
fewer. You submit an FPS each time 
you make a payment to an           
employee. The FPS includes: 

the amount you pay employees 

Income Tax, NICs and other        
deductions, such as student 
loans

employees who have left
